Tension Adjustment \

Caution:
Support and hold on to the arm while
adjusting the tension.

Adjustment:

Use the Allen key provided to adjust the
tension to correspond to the weight of the
desired monitor. Turn the Allen key
counter-clockwise to adjust for heavier
monitors; clockwise for lighter monitors.
Once the adjustment is done, the monitor
should be experienced as weightless and
the monitor should remain in any position
without dropping nor rising.

Tighten joint using wrench (not included).

Recommendations:
® 8-14 kg (17.6-30.8 Ibs).
® The products loading capacities are based on monitors’
center of gravity less than 3 cm from the end of the VESA interface.
® | oading capacity could be reduced if the monitor size is greater than 26 inches or if
the thickness exceeds 5.5 cm.
